BATH ON AFRICAN SOIL BEFORE BEING MARCHED DOWN TO THE SLAVE CASTLES. THEY WERE FED AND CLEANED
SO THEY APPEARED ATTRACTIVE AND HEALTHY TO GUARANTEE HIGHER PRICES. HOT BRANDING IRONS WERE
USED TO BURN IDENTIFYING MARKS ONTO THE SKIN OF CAPTIVES. THE MARKS WERE A SCAR ON THE SHOULDER,
BREAST OR UPPER ARM TO SHOW OWNERSHIP. OTHER TIMES, BRANDING WAS USED TO SHOW THAT PROPER
DUTY HAD BEEN PAID. IT IS NOW A SACRED PLACE OF REMEMBRANCE. IT IS HOME FOR THE FIRST 2 DIASPORAS
(LADY CRYSTAL FROM JAMAICA AND SAMUEL CARSON FROM NEW YORK) WHOSE REMAINS WERE BROUGHT TO
GHANA THROUGH THE “DOOR OF RETURN” AND REBURIED. ALSO REMAINS OF AFRICAN SLAVE DESCENDANTS
FROM BARBADOS ARE BURIED ON THE SITE TO SYMBOLIZE EMANCIPATION AND RECONNECTION.
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HEAD TO THE SECOND TOWN THROUGH THE AISLE OF COCONUT TREES WITH THE TURQUOISE
AND BEAUTIFUL OCEAN GUIDING YOU TO THE “CARBO CORSO” MEANING SHORT CAPE IN
PORTUGUESE. CAPE COAST CASTLE IS THE LARGEST OF THE BUILDINGS WHICH CONTAINS THE
LEGACY OF THE TRANS-ATLANTIC SLAVE . LIKE MOST ANCIENT FORTIFICATIONS IN GHANA, CAPE
COAST CASTLE PLAYED A SIGNIFICANT ROLE IN THE GOLD AND SLAVE TRADES.
